



This September 10th, inside the Luxor Casino, at the Hyper X, The Las Vegas Flair Bartending 
World Championship is coming back, bigger and Better.

This competition will be also record it, so we can put together a Docu-Series and see if we can 
get it to shown on a big streaming app.

For that reason, we will need you to use clean music, meaning no cussing words.


Rules:


Every competitor will have 4 minutes for the qualifying round, and the top 3 Female and top 10 
in Open will have 6 minutes and 20 seconds for a final round.

For the finalists only, the round will will the first 20 seconds only for Patrón, after those 20 
seconds, you can use any Bottle, as long as you use one Finest Call and one Tito’s vodka.


We will have a maximum of 60 competitors.


The entry fee for this event is $120 dollars, you can pay it via Venmo, PayPal or Zelle, once you 
make the payment, if you cancel your participation, you won’t get a refund.


The meet and greet will be the day before, September 9th at 7pm at the Hyper X.

We will be also interviewing everyone on September 8th and 9th (some people will be in a 
vegas Earlier than others) and also on September 10th.


We will have a Tequila Patron presentation during the meet and greet for all the competitors.


We are working on doing an after party the day after the competition, but that would be 
announced later.


The competition will start at 9am for qualifiers, and the finals will start at 8pm.


We will send you an email with the information that we need from you, the sooner you can send 
it, the better.


Drinks:


You will be making 2 drinks in your routine, the first one will be a Patrón tequila shot, and the 
second one will have Finest Call and Tito’s Vodka.

We are working on getting more sponsors, if we do, we will let you know in advance.


Those 3 sponsors (Patrón, Tito’s Vodka and Finest Call) will have to be at the end of your 
routine, before the time is up, on top of the bar, label facing forward.


We will have a best Finest Call Stall Prize.




We will also have for the finalists a Tito’s Big Ass Move award, you will have 3 attempts to 
perform your Big Ass Move with Tito’s and any shaker, but no other bottle but Tito’s.

Difficulty 60 points

Choreography 40 points

Execution 40 points

Deductions:

sponsor product misplaced on the bar top -5

Missing drink -10

Missing sponsor in the drink -10

Not attempting a Finest Call Stall -10

Not using the first 20 seconds of your routine (finals only) for Patrón. -10

NOT USING CLEAN MUSIC, DISQUALIFICATION. 
THE VENUE IS FOR ALL AGES, SO WE NEED TO KEEP THE MUSIC CLEAN. 

We will provide the products (Finest Call, Tito’s Vodka, Patrón Tequila)… juices, glassware, but 
you are more than welcome to bring your own.

When it comes with Patron, you can use any type of patron, we will provide silver Patrón 
bottles, but if you like to use a different Patrón bottle (el alto or el cielo) you will have to bring 
your own.


The bar that we will use will be “Jequebar” just like last time


Any other bottle that the competitor wants to use, will be responsibility of the competitor… 

Non sponsor bottles will have to be without label.. any sticker will be fine or tape.

1/2oz minimum in the bottle.


Competitors can use their own barbacks on stage.
